Siskind Susser's J-1 Physician Waivers - General
Overview Chart

Examine IAP-66/DS-2019
form to determine if

physician engaged in
clinical or non-clinical

medical training

If physician engaged in
non-clinical training or only

incidental clinical work,
determine if physician

subject to Section 212(e)
waiver requirements
based on skills list or
government funding.

If physician engaged in
clinical training, physician
must pursue waiver based
on hardship, persecution
or interested government

agency request.

If physician pursues
persecution waiver, see

persecution waiver chart.

If physician pursues IGA
based on work other than
serving in a shortage area

or in a Department of
Veterans Affairs hospital,
see IGA non-physician

waiver chart.

If physicians pursues
hardship waiver, see

hardship waiver chart.

If physician pursues
waiver based on work in a

shortage area or in a
Department of Veterans

Affairs hospital, see waiver
chart for the particular
physician IGA strategy.

If physician receives
waiver based on hardship,
persecution, no objection
letter or IGA support letter
not based on working in
shortage area, physician

free to pursue non-
immigrant or immigrant

visa.

If physician receives
waiver based on IGA
support letter due to
agreement to work in

shortage area, physician
must work for three years

on H-1B visa before
switching to immigrant visa

or other non-immigrant
visa or physician risks

becoming subject again to
212(e).

Attorney determines that
Section 212(e) home residency

requirement applies and
physician engaged in clinical

training.

Physician determines that
Conrad 30 program sponsored

by a state's health department is
the ideal government agency

waiver strategy.

Employer located and state
queried to determine that waiver

slot is available.

Request State Department Case
Number by submitting data

sheet, fee and two self-
addressed envelopes

State Department issues case
number

If physician received home
country government funding,
Physician first should seek no

objection letter from home
country government (see no

objection letter chart)
Physician and employer agree
on contract meeting the
following requirements:

a. 40 hours per week providing
clinical patient care
b. work in an HHS-designated
Health Professional Shortage
Area or Medically Underserved
Area/Population
c. agrees to serve three years in
H-1B status
d. additional requirements that
state health agency may require

Waiver application submitted to
State health department along

with case number and
supporting documentation.
