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raised in his pre-hearing submission.  

After due consideration of the issues raised in Complainant’s pre-hearing submission, it
has been determined that Complainant’s request for a hearing before this Office should be
dismissed.  Assuming the truth of all facts alleged by Complainant in his pre-hearing submission,
Complainant fails to state a claim upon which relief can be granted.   

Legal Standard

The Administrative Procedure Act (“APA”) states the rules of practice and procedure for
administrative hearings before Department of Labor, Office of Administrative Law Judges.  20
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
